Not all the clouds, nor the 
night, nor the longest, coldest winter in this Atlantan’s memory. 

Sometimes when it is darkest, or coldest, it is easy to forget that the sun will surely 
break through.  But it will. 

Friends, as we travel through this Lenten season of darkness, never forget that noth-
ing can stop the Son from breaking through.  Nothing.
